Nominations for all 2016 annual awards (except
Sports Star of the Year) will be accepted from 1
January 2017, and close 12th  January 2018.
Additional information which becomes available
following a nomination may be lodged with MSA at
any time up to the close of nominations.

Nominees for individual awards must have been a
bona-fide resident of the Northern Mallee for the
preceding 12 months (relative to the date of
nomination). The nominee must be a registered
member of a club or association based in the
Northern Mallee region during the preceding 12
months. The club or association to which the
nominee belongs must also be a financial member
of the MSA.

Awards are based on performance during the period
1 January to 31 December 2017. Performance may
take place within or outside the Northern Mallee
region.

All nominees must be financial members of the
MSA, as a club, individual or corporate member.
Where a paid member of the MSA or a Committee
of Management member is nominated for an award,
representatives of the MSA on the selection panel
shall not participate in the selection processes of the
panel for that award.
